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Kommentar This course will explore some of the links between social reputation and literary represen-
tation in realism, naturalism, and modernism. We will read five novels that reflect growing
discomfort and fascination with crucial aspects of late-nineteenth- and early-twentieth-cen-
tury social mobility: namely changing attitudes towards growing up, marrying and divor-
cing, performing ethnicity and gender, and acquiring wealth and fame. Of central concern
will be the relation of literary to social structure, which can be studied on at least two le-
vels: 1) through the formal analogy between the social mechanisms determining public
character, or a good name, and the formal devices responsible for characterization; and
2) through the link between the style an author writes in and his or her literary reputation.
The premise of the course is that style can be read productively as a formal analogue of
rumor and as an important factor in establishing authorial fame.

Kommentar This is the first in a series of four lecture courses offered consecutively over a period of
two years. It is designed to acquaint students with the literature and culture of North Ame-
rica from the late sixteenth- through the early nineteenth-centuries, i.e. the period of explo-
ration and settlement, the American Revolution, the Early Republic, and the Age of Jack-
son. We will discuss some of the exemplary texts from these periods, analyzing their cha-
racteristic forms and themes as well as the history of their interpretation. Specific attention
will be paid to key literary concepts, debates, and interpretive methodologies. We will al-
so discuss important issues such as the role of religion in American culture and the sepa-
ration of church and state; the theory and practice of federalism; enlightenment notions of
commerce; slavery; western expansion; and the wars waged against Native American tri-
bes. We will read examples of the sermon, epic, mock epic, occasional poetry; philosophi-
cal, religious, revolutionary, and anti-slavery tracts; travel narratives, captivity narratives,
pamphlets, broadsides, dramas, speeches, letters; excerpts from early novels; and we will
discuss contacts and exchanges between native and colonial cultures and the translation/
transcription of traditionally oral tales.  Students should walk away from this course with
a deeper understanding of the various cultural traditions and innovations that helped lead
to new nationhood, and with knowledge of the first literature to self-consciously call itself
American.

All students are expected to obtain a copy
of Bellow's Ravelstein.

Kommentar The two-semester lecture series aims at introducing students to major approaches, traditi-
ons, and key figures in the fields of cultural and media theory. The second part of the lec-
ture series, "Approaches and Methods in Media Studies," will focus on media theory, visu-
al culture, material culture and cultural studies. The lecture will be concerned with media
history, the relation between (mass) media and society, media aesthetics, models of com-
munication, and questions of cultural memory, technology, materiality and embodiment.
Other relevant issues are medial configurations of time and space, networks and systems,
concepts of hyperreality, postmodernity and the digital. We will also consider theories of
single media: photography, the cinema, television, the computer and mobile media.

The lecture will introduce a number of key texts and major schools that have been influ-
ential in the development of critical media and cultural studies: The Toronto School, the
Frankfurt School, German media theory, British Cultural Studies, theories of postmoder-
nism and visual culture, film and television theory, theories of material culture, systems
theory, and actor-network theory.

Key thinkers are Theodor W. Adorno, Walter Benjamin, Jean Baudrillard, Bill Brown, Ja-
mes Carey, Richard Dyer, John Fiske, Stuart Hall, Mark Hansen, Miriam Hansen, Donna
Haraway, Katherine Hayles, Max Horkheimer, Harold Innis, Frederic Jameson, Friedrich
Kittler, Bruno Latour, Marshall McLuhan, Jason Mittell, Laura Mulvey, John Durham Pe-
ters, Claude Shannon, Raymond Williams, and Geoffrey Winthrop-Young.

Kommentar According to the Oxford English Dictionary, the term 'middlebrow' pertains to "a person
[who is] only moderately intellectual [or] of average or limited cultural interests;" and a
'middlebrow' artistic work is one "of limited intellectual or cultural value; demanding or in-
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volving only a moderate degree of intellectual application, typically as a result of not de-
viating from convention." Middlebrow studies are concerned with literature of the 'midd-
le' or the mainstream - ephemeral texts from the perspective of traditional literary history
which, at their moment in time, made for solid best-sellers. Because of their very situated-
ness at what might be described as the WASP middle-class 'center' of culture, middlebrow
texts have been marginalized in literary criticism until very recently. Are texts that are 'too
popular', that sell 'too well' and that defy the categories of sophisticated 'highbrow' culture
as well as those of an allegedly debased 'lowbrow' culture, then, "go-betweens," as Virgi-
nia Woolf claimed? Why is it still worthwhile reading and studying artefacts of the 'midd-
le'? Why would it be wrong to assume that the middlebrow is a gendered endeavor, a gen-
re by women for women? And in what respect is it problematic to work with the concept of
'center' and 'middle' in the first place?

In this class we will trace these questions as we approach the phenomenon of American
middlebrow studies to see that these allegedly 'light' texts have performed important cul-
tural work for a great number of American (middle-class) readers. Middlebrow texts to
this day are steeped in 19th-century didacticism and function as guides to middle-class li-
fe, life-styles, and prosperity by eliciting strong affective responses from their readers. At
the same time, though, middlebrow fiction and culture increasingly makes use of innova-
tive techniques and unconventional themes. Thus, it defies and subverts the categories
of mainstream and margin, and high and popular culture. We will read a variety of texts
(mostly in the form of excerpts) which will be made available in a reader (via Stud.IP) at
the beginning of the semester, but you are asked to purchase the following three novels:
Grace Metalious's Peyton Place, Jonathan Franzen's The Corrections and Nella Larsen's
Quicksand.

Kommentar This course will explore some of the central texts of Transcendentalism, focusing on
Emerson, Thoreau, Fuller, and others affiliated with The Dial and various reform move-
ments. The emphasis will be on Emerson as the thinker that other writers had to come to
terms with. His insistence that each individual has the ability, even the moral obligation,
to define his own relation to nature will be the prism through which we consider Thoreau's
retreat to Walden Pond, Fuller's vindication of the rights of women, and influential argu-
ments against war and for abolition. This course will require students to grapple with so-
metimes dense philosophical texts, but it should also provide insight into some of the key
concepts and issues informing what many scholars see as the American version of Ro-
manticism.
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Preferably, please acquire copies of Joel Myerson's edited anthology Transcendenta-
lism: A Reader (Oxford UP, 2000) and, if possible, Jeffrey Cramer's annotated edition of
Thoreau's Walden (Yale UP, 2004). Note: The books listed will be used by the instructor,
but please feel free to use other editions as well

Kommentar According to the Oxford English Dictionary, the term 'middlebrow' pertains to "a person
[who is] only moderately intellectual [or] of average or limited cultural interests;" and a
'middlebrow' artistic work is one "of limited intellectual or cultural value; demanding or in-
volving only a moderate degree of intellectual application, typically as a result of not de-
viating from convention." Middlebrow studies are concerned with literature of the 'midd-
le' or the mainstream - ephemeral texts from the perspective of traditional literary history
which, at their moment in time, made for solid best-sellers. Because of their very situated-
ness at what might be described as the WASP middle-class 'center' of culture, middlebrow
texts have been marginalized in literary criticism until very recently. Are texts that are 'too
popular', that sell 'too well' and that defy the categories of sophisticated 'highbrow' culture
as well as those of an allegedly debased 'lowbrow' culture, then, "go-betweens," as Virgi-
nia Woolf claimed? Why is it still worthwhile reading and studying artefacts of the 'midd-
le'? Why would it be wrong to assume that the middlebrow is a gendered endeavor, a gen-
re by women for women? And in what respect is it problematic to work with the concept of
'center' and 'middle' in the first place?

In this class we will trace these questions as we approach the phenomenon of American
middlebrow studies to see that these allegedly 'light' texts have performed important cul-
tural work for a great number of American (middle-class) readers. Middlebrow texts to
this day are steeped in 19th-century didacticism and function as guides to middle-class li-
fe, life-styles, and prosperity by eliciting strong affective responses from their readers. At
the same time, though, middlebrow fiction and culture increasingly makes use of innova-
tive techniques and unconventional themes. Thus, it defies and subverts the categories
of mainstream and margin, and high and popular culture. We will read a variety of texts
(mostly in the form of excerpts) which will be made available in a reader (via Stud.IP) at
the beginning of the semester, but you are asked to purchase the following three novels:
Grace Metalious's Peyton Place, Jonathan Franzen's The Corrections and Nella Larsen's
Quicksand.

Kommentar This course will explore some of the central texts of Transcendentalism, focusing on
Emerson, Thoreau, Fuller, and others affiliated with The Dial and various reform move-
ments. The emphasis will be on Emerson as the thinker that other writers had to come to
terms with. His insistence that each individual has the ability, even the moral obligation,
to define his own relation to nature will be the prism through which we consider Thoreau's
retreat to Walden Pond, Fuller's vindication of the rights of women, and influential argu-
ments against war and for abolition. This course will require students to grapple with so-
metimes dense philosophical texts, but it should also provide insight into some of the key
concepts and issues informing what many scholars see as the American version of Ro-
manticism.

Preferably, please acquire copies of Joel Myerson's edited anthology Transcendenta-
lism: A Reader (Oxford UP, 2000) and, if possible, Jeffrey Cramer's annotated edition of
Thoreau's Walden (Yale UP, 2004). Note: The books listed will be used by the instructor,
but please feel free to use other editions as well

Kommentar Comics emerged as a new - mass - medium when American newspapers (in such cities
as New York, Chicago, San Francisco) started printing them in the Sunday color supple-
ments in the final decade of the nineteenth century.
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The basic premise of this course is that comics and other forms of graphic narrative are
cultural forms of representation and culture-historic means of visual-verbal communication
that produce meaning. The course aims to deepen our understanding of the origins and
developments of comics in the United States. It will provide a historical overview from the
so-called Yellow Kid newspaper series to more recent texts. The course will situate the re-
spective texts in the historical and cultural contexts, while also surveying the works" arti-
stic devices. The syllabus will also include a variety of historical materials and a range of
theoretical viewpoints.

The course is divided into 4 parts; in the first two parts we will focus on the beginnings of
comics as a mass medium, and we will develop a vocabulary for analyzing comics.

Kommentar This course will explore some of the links between social reputation and literary represen-
tation in realism, naturalism, and modernism. We will read five novels that reflect growing
discomfort and fascination with crucial aspects of late-nineteenth- and early-twentieth-cen-
tury social mobility: namely changing attitudes towards growing up, marrying and divor-
cing, performing ethnicity and gender, and acquiring wealth and fame. Of central concern
will be the relation of literary to social structure, which can be studied on at least two le-
vels: 1) through the formal analogy between the social mechanisms determining public
character, or a good name, and the formal devices responsible for characterization; and
2) through the link between the style an author writes in and his or her literary reputation.
The premise of the course is that style can be read productively as a formal analogue of
rumor and as an important factor in establishing authorial fame.

Kommentar American drama is a profoundly twentieth-century literary genre in the U.S. This seminar
will provide a historical overview of its various aesthetic traditions, movements, and playw-
rights. Apart from Broadway, the long-term center of the theatric scene in the U.S., we will
look at the independent and Off-Broadway theater groups and read plays by Susan Glas-
pell, Eugene O'Neill, Thornton Wilder, Tennessee Williams, Arthur Miller, Lorraine Hans-
berry, and Edward Albee.

Kommentar According to the Oxford English Dictionary, the term 'middlebrow' pertains to "a person
[who is] only moderately intellectual [or] of average or limited cultural interests;" and a
'middlebrow' artistic work is one "of limited intellectual or cultural value; demanding or in-
volving only a moderate degree of intellectual application, typically as a result of not de-
viating from convention." Middlebrow studies are concerned with literature of the 'midd-
le' or the mainstream - ephemeral texts from the perspective of traditional literary history
which, at their moment in time, made for solid best-sellers. Because of their very situated-
ness at what might be described as the WASP middle-class 'center' of culture, middlebrow
texts have been marginalized in literary criticism until very recently. Are texts that are 'too
popular', that sell 'too well' and that defy the categories of sophisticated 'highbrow' culture
as well as those of an allegedly debased 'lowbrow' culture, then, "go-betweens," as Virgi-
nia Woolf claimed? Why is it still worthwhile reading and studying artefacts of the 'midd-
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le'? Why would it be wrong to assume that the middlebrow is a gendered endeavor, a gen-
re by women for women? And in what respect is it problematic to work with the concept of
'center' and 'middle' in the first place?

In this class we will trace these questions as we approach the phenomenon of American
middlebrow studies to see that these allegedly 'light' texts have performed important cul-
tural work for a great number of American (middle-class) readers. Middlebrow texts to
this day are steeped in 19th-century didacticism and function as guides to middle-class li-
fe, life-styles, and prosperity by eliciting strong affective responses from their readers. At
the same time, though, middlebrow fiction and culture increasingly makes use of innova-
tive techniques and unconventional themes. Thus, it defies and subverts the categories
of mainstream and margin, and high and popular culture. We will read a variety of texts
(mostly in the form of excerpts) which will be made available in a reader (via Stud.IP) at
the beginning of the semester, but you are asked to purchase the following three novels:
Grace Metalious's Peyton Place, Jonathan Franzen's The Corrections and Nella Larsen's
Quicksand.

Kommentar This course will explore some of the central texts of Transcendentalism, focusing on
Emerson, Thoreau, Fuller, and others affiliated with The Dial and various reform move-
ments. The emphasis will be on Emerson as the thinker that other writers had to come to
terms with. His insistence that each individual has the ability, even the moral obligation,
to define his own relation to nature will be the prism through which we consider Thoreau's
retreat to Walden Pond, Fuller's vindication of the rights of women, and influential argu-
ments against war and for abolition. This course will require students to grapple with so-
metimes dense philosophical texts, but it should also provide insight into some of the key
concepts and issues informing what many scholars see as the American version of Ro-
manticism.

Preferably, please acquire copies of Joel Myerson's edited anthology Transcendenta-
lism: A Reader (Oxford UP, 2000) and, if possible, Jeffrey Cramer's annotated edition of
Thoreau's Walden (Yale UP, 2004). Note: The books listed will be used by the instructor,

Kommentar As sources and means of information, communication and entertainment mass media play
a crucial role in today"s societies. This course inquires into the cultural history of the emer-
gence and developments of mass media in the US from the 1830s (the rise of the penny
press) to the end of the nineteenth century. We will situate their emergence within larger
social and historical processes, and reflect on their impacts.

Course units include: technologies, economic forces, journalistic practices, social trans-
formations, photography, advertising, legal contexts, consumption practices, the cheap
mass-circulation press, and more.

We will read a variety of historical materials; primary reading material (such as short ma-
gazine essays, newspaper articles, letters, legal texts, comics) will be made available via
Stud-IP. Check for announcements and mandatory readings! Secondary literature (by
Schudson, Baldasty, Lehuu, Anderson, Gordon, Gardner, and others) will be listed on the
syllabus.
