End-of-semester examinations are administered during the examination period as announced on the 

academic calendar. No special early exams may be arranged for the incoming exchange students. 

 

 

 

Grading 

A student’s course performance is evaluated by the relevant course instructor based on mid-term 

examinations and assignments, as well as attendance, if applicable, and the results of the end-of-semester 

examinations. For every course taken by a student, the relevant course instructor assigns a grade to the 

student within the announced dates on the academic calendar. We use the ECTS credit system and the 

grading system is standard American letter grade. The minimum passing grade is ‘D’. Grade F indicates

Students are required to attend all courses, applied exercises, laboratory sessions, projects, examinations 

and other related academic activities for which they are registered. The instructor, in the beginning of the 

semester, announces the effect of attendance on the grade calculation.

and Enrolment 

The regular course load per term is 30 ECTS credits. Maximum course load is 36 ECTS per semester. If 

students need to take more credits, additional approvals may be required.

Incoming exchange students submit their tentative learning agreements with their course selections. Final 

course registration will take place at the beginning of each semester, during the course registration and 

add/drop period stated on the academic calendar. Students are obliged to complete the necessary paperwork 

and receive approvals within the given deadlines. 

We use Online Learning Agreement (OLA) through the KION system integrated with the EWP system. The 

incoming students are highly suggested to prepare OLA for their exchange term. 

 

 

 
 

Cost of Living 

Approximately 500-600 €* per month. Approximate costs are as follows: 
• Monthly rent: 450 - 750 € 
• Public transportation ticket per day: 0,5 - 1 € 
• Cost of a meal at campus dining hall: 3 - 4 € 
• Meal at restaurant: 10 - 15 € 
• Movie ticket: 5 - 6 € 
• Residence permit card fee: 12 - 13 € (one-time fee) 

*The exchange rate is approximately calculated as 1 EUR = 30 TRY

Expenses 

No tuition fee and/or registration fee for exchange students. Students are responsible of purchasing their 

textbooks and covering their personal expenses. 

 
Meal plan 

Residence hall accommodation does not include a meal plan. However, on our campus, there is a dining hall 

serving lunch and dinner, as well as various cafeterias offering fast-food and other options throughout the 

day. 

 

 

 

 
Health Insurance 

OzU Health Center is on campus for emergency and outpatient treatment. If deemed 

necessary, following first aid, patients are directed to a nearby hospital for further examination and 

treatment. There is an ambulance and paramedic support available 24/7 on campus. 

All incoming exchange students must have a valid health insurance to cover the duration of their academic 

stay. Students, who do not hold a valid health insurance for the residence permit application as well as 

personal needs, must purchase their health insurance coverage upon their arrival. OzU IEP will provide info 

on several companies and their offers for interested students’ consideration. 

Please note that the European Health Insurance Card is not valid in Türkiye and your policy must meet 

the minimum standards mentioned in our website. 

 

OzU student card 
OzU student card is given to all exchange students at the beginning of the semester. Students are 

required to show their student cards to enter campus and benefit from on campus facilities.

Residence permit 

All incoming exchange students must register with the Directorate General of Migration (Immigration 

Office) in Türkiye in order to obtain their residence permits. Before students arrive, OzU IEP will send 

instructions on the application process and as part of the orientation will continue assisting students. 

 
 

Arrival at OzU 

Campus 

There are two international airports in Istanbul. Sabiha Gökçen International Airport (SAW) is located on 

the Asian side, and Istanbul Airport (IST) is located on the European side. OzU is located on the Asian side, 

so if you’re staying in the dorms, we encourage you to use SAW - Sabiha Gokcen Airport rather than the 

Istanbul Airport. You may choose to take a taxi from the airport or one of the various public transportation 

options.
