As a rule, the last test must have been taken no more than two years prior to submission of the application for admission to the
Master's degree programme (date received). Applicants who have spent at least one year studying or working in an English-
speaking country during the two years prior to the submission of their application (date received) are exempt from this requirement.
Moreover, exemptions apply to applicants who have successfully completed a degree or partial degree programme in the English
language (proof required).

Political Science, 36 C

Successful completion of modules in the area of Political Science totalling at least 36 credits.

Sociology, 36 C

Successful completion of modules in the area of Sociology totalling at least 40 credits.

Sport Science, 36 C

Successful completion of modules in the area of Sport Science totalling at least 30 credits or equivalent academic achievement.

Theology, 18 C

Successful completion of modules in the area of Theology totalling at least 18 credits.
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
